Halloween trick or treat hours on October 31 will be from
3to7p.m.

Please remember that walkers and joggers should walk
against traffic and cyclists should ride with traffic. This
is for your own safety since the Village has no sidewalks.
Please make sure your pets are wearing their village tags
to enable the police to quickly contact you should your
pet become lost. This will also prevent your pet from
being taken to the Kane County animal control facility,
which will require substantial fees to reclaim your pet.
Don't forget to "fall back" one hour and reset your clocks
when daylight savings time ends at 2 a.m. on Sunday,
November 7th.

We know it's early, but please remember that snowmo-
biles may operate in Sabatino Park and the village prop-
erty abutting the Village Hall and Fire Station, but must
be registered through the State of Illinois and operated in
a safe manner. The hours of operation are between 10
a.m. and 9 p.m.

Keep in mind
that the permit process takes approximately 3-5 business
days to receive approval; plan your work accordingly.
